FROM THE DESK OF BISHOP ESTERKA

Dear Friends of our Czech Mission in California

Some time ago I received information about the
construction of a memorial to St. Zdislava, who
was canonized by Pope John Paul II. in 1995 in
Olomouc. More information is provided in the following
article.

MEMORIAL St. Zdislava from Kfizanova
"Faith that does not change in culture is not fully experi-
enced". Led by the words of Saint John Paul II, and prepar-
ing for the 20th anniversary of the canonization of St.
Zdislava, in May 2015 a memorial in her birthplace in Kri-
zanov is planned. With the building of the memorial, we
want to highlight the great features of the saint, which has
spoken through centuries - especially about family and
neighborly relationships. Zdislava was the eldest daughter of
the first historically documented owners in Kfizanova -
Brno burgrave Piibyslava and his wife Sibyl of Sicily. She
was born around 1220. At seventeen she was married to a
confidant of King Wenceslas 1., Havel Markvartice, founder
of Lemberk. St. Zdislava is the personification of the exem-
plary life of wife and mother of four children and spiritual
and corporal works of mercy. She died in 1252, and was be-
atified in 1907 by Pope Pius X. In 1995 in Olomouc she was
canonized by John Paul II. The memorial to St. Zdislava
will be located in the lower part of the square in the center
of Kiizanova. The memorial fountain of blue-gray granite is
adorned by the bronze statue of a young Zdislava by sculp-
tor Otmar Oliva.

If you are even slightly attuned to the values that St.
Zdislava lived by, you can contribute to the construction of
the Memorial. Krizanov is a township with 1,800 inhabitants
and without the help of donors, individuals and institutions,
it can not successfully complete the memorial.
