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THOUGHTS AT 4 AM 
 

Recently I went to a lawyer to be sure my affairs are in order, and I 
am thinking that you would not resent a reminder. Recent incidents 
have shown how difficult things can be when there is no will or 
trust to be found. We should all make an effort to get our necessary 
medical and financial paperwork together. 
 

 Whether it will be needed tomorrow, or 20 years from now,  does 
not matter. Everyone, especially young people with children, needs 
to do the same. This will prevent many unnecessary bureaucratic 
headaches for the survivors. 
 

 The first steps should be: 
 

1) Healthcare directive 
2) Will or Trust 
3) Collect documents, insurance information, financial account in-
formation, etc. 
 

If you already have some of this, especially if it was done years ago, 
it may need to be reviewed for current California law.  
 

I am surprised to find that people no longer continue the old prac-
tice of including the church in their will. It used to be a matter of 
course, even for people with very small estates, to designate at least 
a few hundred dollars for Masses and to be remembered by the 
community. Only by the church are our deceased loved ones re-
membered in its liturgy forever.
